Q1.  Who can enrol in the GATE Real Test?

A. The GATE Real Test is open to all GATE aspirants, including first-time 
candidates,  repeaters, and working professionals, across all eligible
engineering and science disciplines.

Q2. What is the price of the GATE Real Test?
A. The GATE Real Test is priced at  ₹199 only.

A.  No. If you miss the offline exam, you will be not able to attempt the  
test.

Q5. When will I receive my admit card?
A.  Admit cards are generally released  3–4 days before the exam date.
Students are advised to regularly check the  GATE  Real Test  
portal/app  during this period.

Q7. If I reach late on exam centre, will I get entry in the exam 
centre?
A.  No, Late entry on the centre is not allowed, ensure you visit the centre 
before the entry start time.

Q8. Will the GATE Real Test follow the actual GATE exam pattern?
A.  Yes. The test is designed to closely match the  latest GATE exam 
pattern, including question types, difficulty level, and time duration.

Q9.  Can I change my exam city after registration?

A. No. Exam city preferences cannot be modified once the registration 
is completed.

Q10.  What is the reporting time at the exam centre?

A.  Students are advised to report to the exam centre at least 60 minutes
before the scheduled exam time to complete verification and seating 
formalities.

Q11. What documents do I need to carry to the offline exam
centre?

A.  You must carry a  printed copy of the admit card  and a  valid 
government-issued photo ID proof  (Aadhaar Card, PAN Card, Voter ID,
etc.).
